Reverse Osmosis or RO systems are often supplied in
tandem with a pre-treatment system, which while not a
pre-requisite, does greatly extend the service life of the
membrane packs. While a anti-scale dispersant can be
injected into the feed water, the most popular method of
pre-treatment would be ion exchange softening meaning
that our new Hydroion range of water softeners are ideally
suited to work with the Hydromos.

Versatility is the key consideration with this technology.
Used widely within industry for applications such as
laboratories, hospitals, food & beverage production &
manufacturing, Hydrotec’s highly efficient Hydromos unit is
no exception to this consideration.
